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How can I help raise awareness on my campus?

Hello! My name is Lindsay Garrett and I am the project leader for Intellectual Property in Graceland University SIFE. Our team has partnered with the MPAA and SIFE USA to administer a nation-wide Anti-Piracy Video Contest.  We invited over 600 colleges and universities to participate in a video contest that was first initiated on our own campus.  Each school was asked to submit one 60 second, student made public service announcement that takes a stand against piracy. Also, they are launching Anti-Piracy campaigns on their own campuses.  Our partnership with the MPAA has allowed us to award prizes of $3000 for first, $2000 for second, and $1000 for third place.

What can you do to increase awareness about copyright issues on your campus?  Here are some ideas from the Graceland University Students in Free Enterprise (SIFE) Intellectual Property Team:

· Hang posters around campus with information about the effects of copyright piracy, lost wages, lost jobs, high prices for music and movies prices, etc.

· Host a Copyright Awareness/Anti-Piracy Video Contest for students on your campus.  Partner with different organizations, on and off-campus to raise money for prizes.  Invite student filmmakers to submit 60-second Public Service Announcements.

· Host a Copyright Ethics Symposium with guest speakers from the music or film industry.

· Work with your campus Information Technology Department to determine ways to reduce piracy and illegal file sharing on campus.

· Work with your Student Life Department to ensure that there is language in your Student Handbook about the consequences of piracy on campus.

· Talk to your local movie theater and ask them to show your student-made PSAs before movies.
