THE CENTER FOR COPYRIGHT INFORMATION (“CCI”)— Combatting Infringement With Information
Since at least the mid-1990s and the development of the Internet as a widely adopted means of communication, producers and owners of music and later movies, TV shows, software and electronic games have been concerned about the increasing use of technology to make and share copies of their works.  After the DMCA passed in 1998, Napster soon followed, frustrating the content industries efforts to stop piracy and control fair use, as peer to peer (“P2P”) file sharing was not contemplated by the drafters of the DMCA.  After more than 3 years of negotiation the MPAA, RIAA (i.e., the major players in the movie and music industries) and 5 of the country’s largest Internet Service Providers (“ISP(s)”) entered into an MOU and formed the Center For Copyright Information, Inc. (“CCI”).  CCI is dedicated to educating the public about copyright and the legal and other risks of using P2P services for infringement as well as legal means to obtain the content products they want through a system of Copyright Alerts intended to inform them of allegations of infringement.  This program will discuss copyright and P2P use as it affects content industries, ISPs, the public and legislators/regulators, the role CCI hopes to play and the methods the various ISPs may deploy.

ALAN LEWINE BIO

ALAN LEWINE, Senior Counsel for Comcast, has worked transactional and policy matters in internet, copyright, information technology, and television production law for over 15 years.  His clients and employers have included AOL, PBS, National Geographic Television, MCI, and Intelsat both in private practice and in house.  His involvement in digital copyright issues dates to his work with David Post, Larry Lessig and Eugene Volokh in producing “Cyberspace Law for Non-Lawyers” in 1996, distributed by email listserv, possibly the first online course on the subject.  In 1996-98, while in house with PBS advising on the development and launch of PBS Online, the first major television network website, he followed the negotiations of the Digital Millennium Copyright Act and worked on its effective implementation after it was passed in 1998.  He currently serves on the executive board of the Center for Copyright Information, Inc., a non-profit corporation that represents an alliance of major ISPs and the MPAA and RIAA to help educate the public and reduce copyright-infringing uses of P2P services. Lewine’s current purview at Comcast includes policy, compliance and transactional work relating to copyright, internet backbone and cloud services, network and data security, Internet safety and colocation relationships.  He also serves on the Boards of Directors of the Bonobo Conservation Initiative and the International Society of Bassists.  As a jazz bassist and composer from the late 1970s-mid-1990s, he worked all over the country with some of the greatest names in jazz, and released several self-produced albums of original compositions and covers on his own Owlsong label to good reviews (if few sales and no known piracy).
