From Copyright to Contract

Is state contract law supplanting federal copyright law as the basis for
protecting creative works? From contractual restrictions on first sale and fair
use to digital delivery of books and music to licensees not buyers, the
owners of creative works are using contract law to limit use, reproduction,
and dissemination.

Physical distribution of music is going away, and Interactive Streaming and
Conditional Downloading are on the rise and changing the rules. The
Copyright Office made it easier to invoke the statutory license by allowing
for electronic delivery of notices of intent. The CRB has set certain rates,
parties to the proceeding have negotiated a settlement of other rates,
aspects of which the Register of Copyrights has determined are contrary to
law. The CRB says the Register has no authority to review the legal
sufficiency of settlements that are contrary to law, but made some changes
anyway - kind of! An appeal is pending. Invocation, reporting and payment
under the statutory license are going electronic.
