Jazz, stand-up comedy, freestyle rap, poetry slams and many other art forms are 
often created spontaneously, largely without the sort of preexisting "writing" that 
copyright law was designed to protect.  When these arts are captured on a 
videotape or sound recording, it may be difficult to decide where the underlying work 
ends and the derivative work begins, what's the composition as distinct from the 
performance, the arrangement, or the recording; traditional legal categories don't 
often fit neatly with what artists in these fields actually do. This session will explore 
how collaborative, improvisatory creativity really works -- as demonstrated live by 
some of New Orleans' finest jazz musicians -- and will identify some of the most 
thought-provoking legal issues raised by this form of creativity. In addition to the 
musical performers, the program will include attorneys with extensive experience in 
producing, licensing, and litigating over improvised performances.

Section 115 of the Copyright Act, which provides for a compulsory license to make 
and distribute phonorecords of nondramatic musical works, was first enacted in 
1909.  While it was amended in 1995 to extend to digital phonorecord deliveries, 
recent developments in the way music is distributed, particularly through new online 
music services, have spawned various proposals for reform, including the Section 
115 Reform Act (SIRA).  This panel will address current proposals to revise and 
modernize Section 115 to better facilitate digital transmissions of music and protect 
the rights of copyright owners, while at the same time meeting the needs of users 
and striking the appropriate balance among the interests of songwriters, music 
publishers, record companies, online music services, and consumers.
